SUNDAY SCHOOL, CHILDREN’S CHURCH & NURSERY

PRAYER CHAIN
Beginning the week of August 29th, we will begin a new process for our Prayer Chain. 

All requests will be phoned or messaged to Karen. 
Once she receives a message to start the Prayer Chain, a one call will be sent to all 

names currently on the Prayer Chain list. Those who indicated on the contact forms an 
interest in receiving prayer requests, those names will be placed on the email group for 
prayer concerns. An email will be sent with the information for the immediate request. 

Everyone will receive the same message at the same time; there will be no need to call 
the next person on the list. 

ADULT SUNDAY SCHOOL LOCATION CHANGE: The adult Sunday School class 
will now meet in the sanctuary until further notice. Darrell Barnett will lead the class 
for the months of August & September. Nursery will be OPEN during Sunday School. 
CHILDREN’S SUNDAY SCHOOL: This class will be for children ages 4 through 5th 
grade. Tammi Chandler will be teaching this class. Children may enter through the 
front door and use the stairs in the front foyer to access the classroom. 
MIDDLE/HIGH SUNDAY SCHOOL: This class will be for both middle and high 
school ages. Mike will be teaching this class, and the class will meet in a downstairs 
classroom. Anyone attending this class can now access the basement hallway by 
using the stairs in the front foyer of the church. 
CHILDREN’S CHURCH: Children’s church will be during the 11:00am worship ser-
vice. Nursery will be available for babies through age 3. Children’s Church will be for 
children age 4 through 5th grade. Children & parents may now access the Children’s 
Church room by entering the front doors of the church and using the stairs in the 
front foyer. PLEASE NOTE: parents & guardians must come to the Children’s 
Church room to pick up a child after worship service. No child will be allowed 
to leave the room without the accompaniment of an adult. 

TITHING BOXES 
The offering plate will no longer be placed on the foyer table. There are now 
two wooden collection boxes attached to the back wall on either side of the 
doors in the sanctuary; they are marked GIVING. This will allow for collection of 
tithes & offerings without passing plates as well as provide security. Please place 
blue cards and prayer requests in the boxes as well. 

CHURCH APP 
Those who are interested may now install an app on their phones that will 

contain the same information as the church website. Those with iPhones 
may click on the App Store icon, and enter ‘our church’ in the search bar. 
The Our Church App (a blue/green background with white church) will 
appear. Click Open and follow the instructions for installing the app. Once 
the app is installed, open the app and enter 17scc in the search bar. The 
church’s information will then appear. Sermons, events, worship services, 
and more can be viewed. Please see Mike or Karen if you have any ques-
tions about installing the app.
